Total population aged 15 years and over 

 For people aged 15 years and over, the median income (half earn more, and 
half less, than this amount) in Karekare is $31,600. This compares with a median of 
$26,800 for all of Auckland Region.

 35.3 percent of people aged 15 years and over in Karekare have an annual income 
of $20,000 or less, compared with 40.9 percent of people for Auckland Region as a 
whole.

 In Karekare, 26.7 percent of people aged 15 years and over have an annual income 
of more than $50,000, compared with 21.6 percent of people in Auckland Region.
